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available facts, we believe the chances of success are small,
although several leading Nicaraguan military officers may be -
involved. It is quite possible that this is a provocation designed
to smoke out moderates and eventually tighten the control of

the pro-Cuban Sandinistas. Even though it would be in our interest

for a more moderate and nationalist Nicaraguan government to
‘take power, we have adopted a strictly neutral position because

this conspiracy could be either a provocation or it could fail,
thereby reducing the chances of pluralism in Nicaragua in the

future. (8)

VOA Programming Increases

Primarily at NSC initiative, eleven hours per day of new program-
ming has been added to VOA over the past two years. As of January
the totals will be 13 hours of new programming daily. During

this period the new languages that have been added include Farsi
for Iran, Dari for Afghanistan, and Hausa for Nigeria. Programming
has been expanded in Turkish, Urdu, and Bengali. (C)
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
