l. The National Security Agency, with the concurrence of 
the ELINT Committee (a subcommittee of the USIB), ·baa indicated. its 
preferl!!nce for turning over to CIA for collection action those priority 
ELINT rf)quirements of the commuaity which cannot be satisfied by 
assets subject to the direction of NSA. 

z. It is the belief of CIA that this is proper procedure, 
However, in order 'to insure the maximum uae of exiating assets, the 
requirements received by CIA from NSA ahould be aereened against US 
agenciea' ELINT collection c~pa.billtiea of a. sensitive or clandestine 
nature. Where none exist it may b. necessary for CIA to proceed with 
the development of new equipment or operation•. 

3. As a. means of acconiplt.hins the foregoing. I o.m requesting 
Mr. Jamea Q. Reber to meet with your reprellenta.tivea from time to 
time on an informal baeia. He ha.s already done to on a. pl'oblem 
bearing on This group, for lack of a better ·name, I suggest 
be called the Ad. Hoc Group for EUNT (AQE.. Unleu you perceive 
some objection to this, may I iavite you to name a representative with
