We are concerned about electronic breakthrough in the 
development of new ay1teme0 !or the appearance of new equipments 
in the field, and for the extent of their deployment as well as the 
preparation of in• trumont• for detection and countermeaeuroe which 
m ay be • helved pending ho•tilitie•. 

3. Coneiderable information, which may well reduce the element 
of eurpriee, can be collected through peripheral mi••ion• by eearching 
out aroa• of known or 8\Hpectod inten1ive electronic development and 
teeting auch a• at LENINCiBAD or OB (at known airfields)o 
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4. .Areu for eearch. It i• propoeed that Sy•tem Four peripheral 

ELINT miaeion• be directed againet LENINGRAD via the Gulf o{ Finland 
and ag.ainet the White Sea dietrict via the BARENTS Sea. 

s. The coutal areu indicated generally lay within tb.e White 
Sea district. The USAFE ELINT Order of Battle (EOB) for 1 May 1958 
show• the White Sea di•tric:t to be populated by relatively few radar, and 
those li•ted are of an older or antiquated type.
