Top officials in Waghington, who had approved previously,
have now requested that I cease my communication with you, except
to fulfill my promise of. a response from last night. Concarning
the issue of legal immigration levels, the number of 28,000 will
be honoered. In fairness, I am new informed that the Wednesday
meeting will be confinsd more strictly to immigration matters
than I had esarlisr believad., Former Ambassador Mike Scole will
be heading the U.8. delegation, I was told that other svenues of
communication (unknown to me), will be used to respond to the
questions of a) rescinding recent asctions by President Clinton
if rafters are restrained and b) & confirmation of the non-ag-
@ression policy expressad by President Bush in May 1991.

I ragret this devslopment, but want you to know that I have
been meticulous in spesaking cautiocusly and only with authority.
Alsc, I appreciate your frankness and constructive responses, and
snjoyed our personal sxchanges.

I will be leaving this evening for Africa and Russia, and
will send you a trip report when I return. My hope is that you
and American officisls will be successful in finding sons common
ground on which to resolve the present crisis and to prepars for
a future resclutioen of long term differences. Desplite these
present restraints, I would like to stay in touch with you. You
have my telephone numbaers both at home and at The Carter Center.
